Peace and all good!
We are pleased to invite you to join us in the celebration of the World Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation on September 1st following Pope Francis’ declaration last year. As Pope Francis wrote in his letter establishing this day, this is “a fitting opportunity to reaffirm [our] personal vocation to be stewards of creation.” 
We are encouraging parishes, communities, and individuals to host prayer services, ideally with other Christian communities in line with Pope Francis’ desire that this day “involve other Churches and ecclesial Communities.” Through the Global Catholic Climate Movement, we have collaborated with the World Council of Churches, and members of the Orthodox, Anglican, and Protestant communities in lifting up September 1, as well as the weeks following until October 4, also known as the Season of Creation.
We greatly appreciate your involvement in spreading this invitation to pray to care for creation in the Boston Archdiocese. Parishes could do something as simple as say one of the prayers from Laudato Si during mass, host a Eucharistic Adoration as proposed by the Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace, or organize an ecumenical prayer service. The service ideally would be on September 1, but if that date doesn’t work, it could be done sometime during the Season of Creation.
